e Order laboratory and radiological studies on patients admitted to the inpatient service when
indicated as discussed with the attending staff and senior residents on daily rounds.

e Make consultations as appropriate to the nutrition, therapy and social services for total
patient care needs under the direction of the attending and senior resident housestaff.

e Establish daily treatment plans for patients on the inpatient service including the Intensive
Care Units (ICU) where appropriate under the supervision of the senior residents and

attending surgeons.

e Perform daily evaluation on inpatients with physical examination, review of laboratory tests
and nursing records.

e Perform specific procedures under supervision as listed in the Medhub list of privileges.
e Document discharge summaries.

e Dictate operative notes when the operating surgeon under the supervision of the attending
staff.

e Communicate effectively with faculty and residents for care transitions.
e Document accurately and timely in Electronic Medical Record (EMR).

e Evaluate Orthopaedic consultation under the supervision of the Attending
